CHURCH TO ELECT TRANSITION TEAM

he next step on our

church’s Pathway to a
Pastor is the selection of a
Transition Team. Our dea-
cons will select approxi-
mately 20 team members
from among men and women who have been nominated
by members of the church. Team members will represent
different ages and interests such as missions, outreach,
bible study, community relations, worship, music, com-
mittees/organizations, and church staff. Only church
members may nominate persons for the team, and those
nominated should be church members.

Nominations began July 12 and will continue through
September 15, 2009. Persons nominated will be reviewed
by the deacons in the same manner used to select deacon
nominees for election by the church. The candidates
must be willing to devote the time and energy needed for
the project. In choosing candidates for election, the dea-
cons will make every effort to obtain the broadest cross
section of our congregation. You may nominate more
than one candidate and even yourself if you are inter-
ested in serving. If you are away for an extended time,
mail your nominations to the church.

After the Transition Team is elected, members will inter-
view our congregation to determine the church’s needs
and desires for the future. Development tasks will be
divided into four areas with smaller groups assigned to
study each one and report their findings and recommen-
dations. The fifth task will include compiling the infor-
mation and recommendations from each of the study
groups into a final report.

THE DEVELOPMENT TASKS:

1. Coming to Terms with History. It is vital to make
time for healing within the congregation and to put the
former pastor in perspective. Only when a church has let
go of the former pastor can a new pastor be accepted. It
should be determined from previous watershed events
what worked and what did not, as well as what past ac-
tivities should be carried forward and what should be left
behind.

2. Examining Leadership and Decision Making Con-
cerns. Every congregation must be conscious of devel-
oping new leadership for ministry tasks and for incorpo-

rating newer members into its body. This interim time is
ideal for reviewing the membership, its needs and ways
of organizing, and for making decisions on how to best
use its resources.

3. Looking at Denominational and External Relation-
ships. A congregation often sees the denomination
through the eyes of its former pastor. It is critical that the
congregation clarify its mainstream theological belief. A
congregation that does not deal with this aspect of its life
runs the risk of calling a pastor who does not align theo-
logically with the congregation. This can be a devastat-
ing experience for the minister as well as the congrega-
tion. This can also be a time for the congregation to re-
view its relationship with other mission enterprises not
directly related to the denomination.

4. Clarifying the Church’s Identity. A church must
— periodically redefine its sense of pur-

| from other churches in the community.
b | Itis a good time to conduct membership
a4 and community studies to find out how
effectively the church is reaching its
own community. A church that fails to
connect and serve its community through missions and
ministry becomes an endangered church. Many churches
turn inward to serve their own members.

5. Commitment to New Clergy Leadership and the
Future. When the church completes the four tasks, de-
fines the church’s profile and the gifts needed for a new
pastor, it is ready to elect a Pastor Search Committee.
